For the third year running, we are delighted to bring to you the annual media guide for the 2008 World 
Rowing Season. 
 
As you are by now aware, this publication contains valuable statistical and historical data, as well as what we 
see as the most relevant current information about our sport. It has been compiled to respond to the growing 
need for the media to have access to the most up-to-date and accurate results and statistics to ensure that 
you can complete your work to ever tightening deadlines. 
 
With this year being an Olympic year, we expect to welcome many new non-rowing specific journalists to our 
events, so we hope that the data contained in this publication will be valuable to those working media too. 
  
This year’s top ten male and female athlete’s calculations have been adjusted to better reflect the strongest 
rowers of the moment. Olympic and World Championship medal count is still the basis of calculation, but this 
time with a three time higher weighting to favour Olympic medals above World Championships medals. To 
be eligible to appear as a 2007 Top 10 Male or Female Rower, athletes had to have been active at elite 
international level in 2007 by taking part at the World Rowing Championships or at a Rowing World Cup. You 
will find their short biographies in this publication – more information can be found in the official World 
Rowing athlete database available on our website www.worldrowing.com (Athlete > Athlete Biographies 
Database). The athlete biography website is powered by RowingOne, the most comprehensive rowing 
database in the world. 
 
Throughout the season, the World Rowing Media Guide will be updated after each Rowing World Cup, and 
the updates will be available to all journalists present at these events as part of their press packs. The PDF 
document will also be online shortly before each regatta ready for download and printing. 
 
We hope that this publication proves to be a valuable tool in your efforts to bring back news about rowing to 
your country. Please do not hesitate to contact any of the World Rowing team for feedback or suggestions on 
how we can improve this document.

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1.3. 2007 World Rowing Season – Highlights 
 
 
World Rowing Championships (Munich, GER) 
 
Every four years the World Rowing Championships take on extra meaning. They become not just a race for 
medals, but a race for spots at the Olympic Games. Aptly, Munich’s 1972 Olympic Regatta Course was the 
chosen venue. With a Bavarian brass band belting out fitting melodies and Germany’s rowing celebrity 
Marcel Hacker being chased by autograph hunters, a distinct Munich flavour enveloped the air. The event 
also attracted the biggest crowd since the 1972 Olympics with 65,600 people filling the grandstand over the 
whole week.  
 
Five crews left the regatta as three-time consecutive World Champions. The men’s quad from Poland, the 
women’s quad of Great Britain, New Zealand’s Mahe Drysdale in the men’s single, Ekaterina Karsten of 
Belarus in the women’s single and Dutch lightweight women’s single sculler Marit van Eupen.  
 
At the other end of the spectrum some crews were noted for losing their World Champion status. These 
included France’s Adrien Hardy and Jean-Baptiste Macquet who rescued a potentially disastrous season in 
the men’s double by holding on to silver behind Olympic Champions from seven years ago, Iztok Cop and 
Luka Spik of Slovenia.  
 
Germany was unable to retain the men’s eight title, despite home crowd support, sinking to second in the 
hands of an ever improving Canadian crew. But the Germans retained their dignity when their adaptive four 
(LTAMx4+) won a hotly contested final beating the reigning World Champions, Great Britain. 
 
Perhaps the biggest upset came in the men’s four when Great Britain’s flagship boat and two-time reigning 
World Champions failed to even make the medals podium finishing fourth in one of the most exciting races of 
the regatta. Instead it was New Zealand taking centre stage followed by Italy and the Netherlands.   
 
After a fiery start to the 2007 season for China their flame was all but extinguished when their lightweight 
men’s four and lightweight women’s double were unable to defend their World Champion titles. Instead the 
gold in the lightweight women’s double went to Australia’s Amber Halliday and Marguerite Houston in a race 
that included a dead heat for third between Germany and Denmark. In the same race, Finland’s silver medal 
finish very much marked their Olympic spot. Sten and Nieminen missed out on qualifying by just one place in 
2004 and now they are the sole Finnish boat to have earned an Olympic spot.   
 
Qin Li and Liang Tian kept the Chinese flag waving in the women’s double by beating former World 
Champions New Zealand to gold. The heralded Chinese men’s eight fought their way into the final Olympic 
qualification spot by finishing seventh. This result pushed Australia into eighth and meant that Aussie rowing 
icon, James Tomkins, will potentially have to try and qualify for his sixth Olympic Games at the last chance 
qualification regatta in June 2008.  
 
Adaptive rowing was in its fifth year at the World Rowing Championships and debuts at the Paralympic 
Games in 2008. This meant qualification spots were up for grabs and with that knowledge the participation 
level and racing intensity increased many-fold. Newcomers like Great Britain’s Tom Aggar in the trunk and 
arms single, was one of the athletes to dethrone established crews.   
 
Great Britain ended the regatta at the top of the medals table with 11 medals. Germany and Italy followed in 
second and third respectively. In sixth place New Zealand qualified seven crews for the Olympic Games, the 
country’s highest tally ever.
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Rowing World Cups (Linz/Ottensheim, AUT - Amsterdam, NED - Lucerne, SUI) 
 
2007 marked the 10th anniversary of the Rowing World Cup series. This is a series of usually three regattas 
held throughout the Northern Hemisphere summer season. Nations use it as a build-up to the World Rowing 
Championships and record turnouts meant facilities were stretched to the limits with the three-day regattas 
often commencing at 8am and continuing into the evening to enable completion of the large number of 
races. Many countries use the Rowing World Cup series as part of their selection process for the World 
Rowing Championships and this also boosted numbers by multiple entries in one event from one particular 
nation, Great Britain.   
 
Great Britain started the series off with a bang in Linz/Ottensheim, Austria, by knocking perennial winner 
Germany out of the top spot on the medals table. Linz/Ottensheim offered good, but perhaps a little damp, 
rowing conditions on the course that is an offshoot of the busy Danube River. Four gold medals for Great 
Britain included their men’s four continuing a 27-race winning streak. The women’s quad was also successful 
along with the lesser expected men’s pair and double.  
 
But perhaps more surprising than Great Britain’s success, were the Chinese. China brought to 
Linz/Ottensheim a huge contingent and, although not traditionally a powerhouse rowing nation, the team 
barreled into third place overall and introduced the rowing world to the smooth talent of Qin Li and Liang Tian 
in the women’s double. 
 
China really found their pace at the second Rowing World Cup in Amsterdam. The Bosbaan rowing course 
witnessed Chinese power as a full team turnout plus extras swung into action and dominated across the 
board. Five gold medals equaled the most ever won by one nation in Olympic events at a single Rowing 
World Cup. One of the golds went to the Chinese women’s quad who took the reigning World Champions 
Great Britain by complete surprise. China also stunned pundits by earning silver in the men’s eight. This 
silver came in a race that featured the touted “super eight” of Great Britain which included their top men’s 
four and pair. Only China was able to challenge the “super eight” with Great Britain’s regular eight finishing 
third.  
 
China’s most successful rower Xiuyun Zhang showed that she was fully back in action by taking silver in the 
single. In the lightweight women’s double, where China reigns as World Champions, the nation won both 
gold and silver. 
 
By the end of Rowing World Cup II China had topped the medals table for the first time pushing Great Britain 
into second and leaving Germany in fourth behind New Zealand. Amsterdam was also New Zealand’s first 
international race of the season and their larger than usual team had a few hiccups with reigning World 
Champion in the men’s single, Mahe Drysdale missing the medals podium and finishing fourth.  
 
As is customary, the Rowing World Cup season wrapped up on the beautiful Rotsee in Lucerne, Switzerland. 
The regatta did not bode well for Great Britain’s men’s four. Their three-year winning streak was broken 
when the Dutch decided they had sat behind the British for too long and pushed them into the silver spot. 
Despite this result Great Britain still managed to secure the overall Rowing World Cup series. This was the 
first time Germany did not win the overall title in the series' 10-year history. Germany, however, held on to 
second with China, despite only sending one rower to Lucerne, holding on to third. 
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World Rowing Under 23 Championships (Strathclyde, GBR) 
 
The best under 23s in the world headed for Strathclyde, Scotland, in July and at the end of the four days of 
racing Italy had broken Germany’s 15 consecutive years of under 23 domination. The Paolo d’Aloja 
Challenge Cup for the top country overall had been in German hands since 1991, but in 2007 Germany 
slipped to fourth.  
 
The descent of Germany helped encourage a more even medal spread than in former years. Of the 52 
nations competing, 20 left with medals. Also suffering at the under 23 level, Romania dropped from finishing 
third in 2006 to 15th equal in 2007. 
 
Italy earned the top nation spot by winning six medals including gold in the women’s four, men’s coxed four, 
lightweight men’s pair and the lightweight men’s quadruple sculls. Andrea Caianiello and Armando 
Dell’Aquila in the lightweight men’s pair then went on to foot it in style at the end of the season by becoming 
senior World Champions. The lightweight men’s quadruple sculls of Matteo Amigoni, Filippo Manfredi, 
Antonio Pizzurro and Daniele Danesin distinguished themselves as the only crew to set a new Under 23 
World Best Time at Strathclyde. 
 
New Zealand distinguished themselves as a single sculling powerhouse by nearly making a clean sweep of 
the four single sculls events. Emma Twigg won the women’s single and then went on to race in the final at 
the World Rowing Championships. The lightweight men’s single was dominated by Storm Uru who had 
already set himself apart this season by earning silver at the senior Rowing World Cup – twice. Joseph 
Sullivan won the men’s single in his first under 23 bid. These three gold medals helped New Zealand earn 
the position of second overall nation.  
 
Mathias Raymond of Monaco became the first Monaco athlete in 60 years to make a final in any sport. He 
finished sixth in the men’s single sculls. 
 
Reigning champion in the lightweight women’s single sculls, Alexandra Tsiavou of Greece defended her title 
successfully and was one of three golds for her country. Tsiavou already has senior rowing medals in 2006 
and 2007 and in 2007 she also helped qualify the lightweight women’s double sculls for the Beijing Olympic 
Games when she raced at the World Rowing Championships in Munich. Greece finished third country overall 
in the medals ranking.  
 
Early in the regatta it appeared that reigning under 23 Champions in the women’s double, Jitka Antosova 
and Gabriela Varekova of the Czech Republic would fall. Health issues meant the duo stopped rowing in the 
heats and were only able to limp across the finish line to enable their continuation in the regatta. But a huge 
effort in the final meant the gold medal was theirs for the second year running.  
 
This was a record-breaking regatta for the number of athletes entered, showing a continued development 
and growth in competitiveness of the event since it gained championship status three years ago.

World Rowing Junior Championships (Beijing, CHN) 
 
Being the first test event for the 2008 Beijing Olympics, the World Rowing Junior Championships were in the 
spotlight. The local organisers created an Olympic-type atmosphere with 500 Chinese journalists at the 
Shunyi Olympic Rowing-Canoeing Park, plus camera crews and all of the pressure, significance and 
grandeur that goes with the Olympic Games. To make sure the media got their stories the Chinese juniors 
turned on a show that earned them the title of overall top nation. 
 
Using enthusiasm, efficiency and a good grasp of English the staff and over 800 volunteers turned the Junior 
Champs into a showcase. The opening ceremony rivaled that of any top event.  
 
Chinese junior athletes revelled in the atmosphere creating a finishing result never before accomplished – 
even on a fraction of the scale – by China in rowing. This pushed the usual overall leader, Germany, out of 
the top spot. China’s win was more significant as they have only won gold once before at the junior level and 
that was nine years ago. Their performance was impressive across the board with success for both women 
and men. Medals were earned in eight of the 13 events including the men’s eight.  
 
Germany held their own by ranking first in total medal count with 10 medals.  
 
This domination by China and Germany left slim pickings for the 48 other countries competing. In third 
position overall Romania was able to capture just three medals. Belarus followed in fourth with two medals 
with the remainder of the medals spread over 16 nations.   
 
The women’s single typified the regatta. National team newcomer and international unknown Weiwei Zhu of 
China had been dominating her heats and semis through the week. Tina Manker of Germany was the other 
favourite and the two raced each other for the first time in the final. Just a couple of minutes into the race Zhu 
had such a lead that it would have taken a disaster for her not to win. Zhu won with a spacious gap back to 
Manker in second.  
 
The men’s single featured Bulgaria’s rowing phenomenon Aleksandar Aleksandrov. Aleksandrov finished 
with silver last year and has already been making an indelible mark at the senior level this year. Germany’s 
Mathias Rocher, however, gave Aleksandrov a solid run for his money. At the line the Bulgarian earned gold 
showing true emotion in the magic of the medal presentation moment.  
 
The Junior Worlds will be remembered for the zealous enthusiasm of smiling volunteers in their bright orange 
uniforms. Athletes will remember the hot and humid conditions, the ideal water conditions and fairness 
across the lanes of the Shunyi course. Spectators will not forget the Chinese supporters being “conducted” in 
their clapping and flag waving with their enthusiasm erupting every time a Chinese boat was on the water. 
Coaches won’t forget the blue and yellow bikes they used to follow the races. One year before the Olympics, 
Shunyi has already been engraved in the memory of World Rowing.
