1,200-meter stretch of sandy beach in Lignano Sabbiadoro, directly adjacent to 
the Bella Italia EFA Village.

•Proven event host:
Venue of the 2020 Italian Coastal Rowing & Beach Sprint Championships

• Large accommodation capacity:
Up to 3,000 guests within a 60-hectare complex, largely surrounded by pine 
forest.

• Comprehensive facilities:
•13 accommodation and sports buildings, direct beach access, boat storage area, 
and on-site beach facilities

Regular host of para-rowing and Paralympic national teams, with accessible
rooms located just meters from the competition area.

• The Organizing Committee aims to collaborate with the world-renowned sailing event “Coppa d’Autunno” (Barcolana), 
held annually in the Gulf of Trieste.
This event attracts over 2,000 boats and more than 300,000 visitors, making it a major international highlight.
• In coordination with the Italian Rowing Federation (Friuli Venezia Giulia Committee) and the sailing event organizers, the 

proposed date for the Coupe de la Jeunesse – Beach Sprint is the first weekend of October.
•  The alignment of dates will create strong promotional and organizational synergies, significantly enhancing the event’s 
international visibility and impact.
